Jim Bissin, Laurie Graack and Ann McDaniel, AIMS officers, presented Superintendent Alvarado as AIMS Manager of the Year.

Carmen Zamora Perez, parent with the ASES program thanked Superintendent Alvarado for his help in starting the ASES program. She presented a plaque to Mr. Alvarado in honor of his hard work and dedication to making the ASES program work.
Willie Galvan, stated that John Ramirez is very qualified to be the next superintendent for the SMBSD and the Board should consider hiring him.
Helen Galvan, congratulated Phil Alvarado on his years of service for the district.  Ms. Galvan shared that she supports John Ramirez as the choice for Superintendent; he is a good match for the district. 
Arnulfo Romero, parent community involvement, also congratulated Phil Alvarado for all the support he has given to the parents and students of the district.  Mr. Romero said that he supported hiring John Ramirez for Superintendent.

John Raymond commented that he has never seen so much polarization of the job in Santa Maria, a lot of people spoke against the Board’s choice for Superintendent.  Mr. Raymond stated that the Board needs to choose a good leader for the district, why bring in anyone who would polarize the district.  Mr. Raymond urged the board to start up a new committee with a new search company and open the process up again.
Doug Noce, Fesler PE teacher, commented on the condition of the fields at Fesler Jr. High School and how dangerous it is with the gopher holes and uneven field.  Mr. Noce invited the Board to check out the condition of the field.  He is concerned for the safety of the students. 

Danielle Biondo, Library Media Assistant, thanked the Board for listening to them regarding the push for full time Library Media Assistants.  

Lea Furlong transitional kindergarten teacher at Robert Bruce School commented on the importance of paraprofessionals in the classroom.  Ms. Furlong stated that Bruce School is one of two schools in the District with three hour aides in the kindergarten classes.  Ms. Furlong said that they rely on the aides to help close the gap in achievement of the students.  Ms. Furlong asked that this be included in the LCAP expenditure for the Transitional Kindergarten and Kindergarten classes.

Rose Ballesteros President of Central Coast CABE (for Bilingual Education), shared that she was pleased to hear that the Board is looking at Dual Immersion at Jimenez Elementary School.  Mrs. Ballesteros also stated that she recommends John Ramirez as the choice for the new Superintendent for the SMBSD, she feels he would be a good fit for the district and is highly qualified.
Glenn Goldin, a parent of students who attended schools in the district, shared that being with district was a great experience and he was fortunate that his children went to our schools.   Mr. Goldin encouraged the district to hire John Ramirez as the choice for new superintendent as he feels he would be a good fit. 
Jody Oliver read a letter from Terri Zuniga in support of John Ramirez as Superintendent for the Santa Maria-Bonita School District.
