Margaret Ontiveros, Coordinator of Human Resources, invited the Board and the audience to the Annual DARE Golf Tournament and 5K Run/Walk which will be taking place on Saturday, May 7, 2016, at Cypress Ridge golf course in Arroyo Grande.
Matt Harris, CSEA President, welcomed Luke Ontiveros to the district as the new Superintendent.

Jenny Newell, grandparent of SMBSD school children and volunteer at the schools, spoke concerning priorities for the LCAP funding and the need for classroom aides in 1st and 2nd grades.  

Joan Montalban, School Psychologist, requested a board study session for Special Ed resource positions and how the demands of the resource positions have created an impossible situation for those trying to do their jobs.
Karen Quesada, Resource teacher at Liberty School, spoke regarding the lack of support in the resource program and the need for more staff to help out with resource students.  
Tiffany Marquez, Resource teacher at Adam School, asked for more staffing in Special Ed and for the resource program.  Ms. Marquez discussed co-teaching and the caseloads of the Resource teachers and how difficult it is to get everything done.
Donald Kingsley, parent of a student at Tommie Kunst Junior High School, shared how his son benefits from co-teaching in the Resource program and encouraged the Board to support the co-teaching program and the need for more aides to help the teachers.
Erin Reaves, teacher, spoke regarding the co-teaching programs and lack of staffing and asked the board for its support of co-teaching.

Feliciano Aguilar, School Psychologist, spoke regarding the severely handicapped program and the need for curriculum for the teachers.  Mr. Aguilar suggested that the Board consider a Board Study Session to discuss alternative technology and accessibility for SH students. 
Hilary Van Zleer, Speech Therapist, spoke regarding student services and testing for students and the lack of support due to the workload of other teachers.  

Lisa Caruso, AP at Adam School, read a memo from teacher Nikki Cavalli regarding co-teaching and the positive effects that it has on students.

Amy Assistin, 4th grade teacher at Adam School, stated that she is currently co-teaching at her school, and asked the board for more support for special education teachers.  Ms. Assistin stated that she would like to see an increased number of resource teachers at each site.  No child should wait to receive special education help.
Andy Watson, teacher, requested that Consent Item 201 regarding the board policy on ELD be pulled from the agenda and not approved so that more discussion can be addressed on this item and other fixes can be thought out.  Mr. Watson then read a letter from Jessica Husselstein, band teacher, regarding her band students participating in a special program and the benefits of having band during the school day.
