Sonya Morris, teacher at Arellanes Jr. High School, spoke regarding disciplinary issues at the school.  There have always been disciplinary issues to be dealt with in junior high and with parent support and strategies a solution had always been found, but this year is different.  There has been a huge increase in the number of fights on campus; there’s a fight virtually every day.   Ms. Morris stated that she is very concerned for the students and staff at Arellanes Jr. High School.  
Scott Rice, teacher at Arellanes Jr. High School, spoke regarding issues with students at the school. Mr. Rice said that there are more students than last year at the school, but not more classrooms or extra help.  Mr. Rice stated that bad attitudes and cramped classes make for bad situations making students fear for their safety.
Judy Morris, teacher at Arellanes Jr. High School, spoke regarding student behavior issues at the school.

Tiffany Fife, Counselor at Arellanes Jr. High School, read a message that she sent to the Cabinet regarding behavior issues at AJHS.  Students show inappropriate behavior inside and outside the classroom; the students do not care about authority or discipline.  The staff needs full support from the Cabinet and the Board to help take back school.
Yolanda Farias, parent of a student at Arellanes Jr. High School, spoke regarding the issues at AJHS.  Her son was in a fight and was suspended for a week; another student told her son that it would get worse once he got back to school. Something needs to be done at the school.  What does a week suspension do for the student?  Ms. Farias stated that the school needs help, as do the parents and teachers.
