William Spears, parent of an SMBSD student, spoke regarding his son’s athletic competitions and getting his homework done while he was absent during competitions. He was told by school administration that being absent would not be a problem and he would not be marked truant.  Mr. Spears stated that when his son went back to school and tried to turn in his homework to the teacher, the teacher kept putting the student off by not accepting the work.  When the teacher finally discussed the homework, he told the student that he was too late and wouldn’t accept the work.  The student’s grade point average dropped from a 4.0 to 3.9, and when the student went to an awards ceremony to receive an award he was told that he couldn’t attend because he was on campus detention for missing 5 days.  Mr. Spears said that his son tried to do everything the right way and now he is being punished for his actions.
Tiffany Marquez, resource teacher at Adam School, spoke regarding the case loads of the Special Education teachers and the help needed to lighten their case loads.  
Erin Reaves, Special Education teacher at El Camino JH, spoke regarding how stressful it has been in the last four months working without a leader in Special Ed.  Ms. Reaves encouraged the Board Members to visit the Special Education classrooms and see what they do.  Ms. Reaves asked the Board to please consider hiring more Special Education teachers.

Aleha Larsen, band teacher at various district schools, invited the Board of Education to a variety of band programs that will be going on for the rest of this school year.  Ms. Larsen also thanked the Board for allocating LCAP monies to help buy musical instruments and to help build up the band program in the district. 

Amber Walz, School Psychologist, spoke regarding a complaint that was filed with SELPA by Special Education employees.  Ms. Walz stated that what is currently being done is not enough.
Yolanda Horton, Behavioral Specialist, shared that students with emotional disturbances are being helped in regular Special Ed classes where they are disrupting the learning of students; a program for the emotionally disturbed child needs to be created in the district.
Carrie Hicinbothom, Behavioral Specialist, shared that she is passionate to help the emotionally disturbed child and is asking for Board support to help create a program for emotionally disturbed children.  

Jennifer Webster, Behavioral Specialist, spoke regarding new teachers coming in to help with the IEP process.  They are not receiving the support that they should have. 

Melissa O’Neil, Speech Pathologist, shared how the impact of the work load on 
Speech Pathologists is impairing them being able to help with the needs of the students.  Ms. O’Neil shared that Speech Pathologists need time for face to face teaching and other activities to support their students.  
Shelley Rieke, Speech Pathologist, shared regarding the need for bilingual interpreters and the need for primary language support for student assessments.
Candace Estave, parent of a Special Education student, thanked Karen Andersen, director of Special Education and the entire staff at Fesler Junior High School for all of the help that they have given her son with special needs.   Ms. Estave shared her concern with safety of the students with the passing of SB 277; it eliminates the personal and religious beliefs of the parents to not immunize their students.  

Jose Segura, SMEEA President, 4th grade teacher at Miller School, spoke regarding the topic of hot classrooms during the hot months and he had not heard anything and would like an update as to where the district is with the issue.  Mr. Segura also spoke regarding the decline in the certificated program.  The need is growing for more teachers, and the district needs to find a way to attract and retain teachers.

EDUCATOR EFFECTIVENESS GRANT

Mark Muller, Assistant Superintendent for Instructional Services,presented the Santa Maria-Bonita Educator Effectiveness Plan which is part of the California 2015-16 Budget Act.  The estimated allocation to the Santa Maria-Bonita School District is $1,016,841.  These funds may be spent over three fiscal years beginning in 2015-16 through 2017-18, and may be used to support the professional development of certificated teachers, administrators, and paraprofessional educators.  As part of the grant, the local plan for Educator Effectiveness funds needs to be presented in a public meeting before adoption at a subsequent meeting.
