Alvin Elementary School – Principal Ann McDaniel, Assistant Principal James Barnett and staff and students from Alvin School provided a presentation to the Board about the state Gold Ribbon Award the school received for its College Starts Here program. The program encourages students to learn about colleges and make higher education part of their goals. The students visit four colleges in their years at Alvin, and each classroom adopts a college to research. Students combine their college readiness plans with high level reading, as well. Alvin School received special plaques and flags from the state as part of the award. Mr. Barnett shared a video that highlighted the College Starts Here program. Three students spoke about how Alvin’s staff encourages hard work and good reading skills: Emilio Medina-Martinez, Leilani Munoz-Cervantes, and Hannah Holt.

Candyce Estave , a parent with two students in SMBSD schools, spoke. She noted that Santa Barbara County Public Health Officer Charity Dean recently sent a letter to school superintendents regarding student health, medical, and immunization exemption records. Ms. Estave noted that the Public Health letter directed school districts to provide the County with copies of health, medical and immunization exemptions from parents because the county is collecting and analyzing the data. Ms. Estave said that activists from all over California and the nation are watching Santa Barbara County, the county Board of Supervisors and county school districts. These agencies are all in the spotlight. Ms. Estave said that she does not want the school district to provide any student exemption information to the County. To do so would be unconstitutional and would violate the privacy of the student and families, she said. Ms. Estave said that her son was injured by his vaccines.
Alma Wilson, member of CAUSE and a parent of students in SMBSD schools, spoke. She is working with organizations to help pass the Farm Worker Bill of Rights in Santa Barbara County. There was a recent survey of farm workers which showed that farm workers work long 
hours under difficult conditions. Many farm workers are parents of children in SMBSD schools, and these conditions affect children and families, she noted. Ms. Wilson reviewed some of the data gathered in the survey, and she provided a copy of the proposed Farm Worker Bill of Rights that will be presented to the County Board of Supervisors for consideration. Ms. Wilson asked the SMBSD Board to endorse the Farm Worker Bill of Rights. She requested that the SMBSD Board put the Bill of Rights on a board meeting agenda to discuss and support.

Allan Hancock College is offering new services and coordinating more with the high school district. SMJUHSD is getting ready to build its new career technical complex, which is very exciting. The facility will be a great asset to our community. Orcutt Union School District is considering a bond to update their older schools. As always, SMBSD is moving right along and continues to have enrollment growth. Mrs. Cordero acknowledged Matt Beecher’s fine performance as interim superintendent this past year. She said that Mr. Beecher is and continues to be highly valued by the Board and the district.
Mr. Hollinshead noted that he visited Adam School and Tiffany Marquez’s co-teaching classroom. It was very impressive to see the co-teaching model. Mr. Hollinshead wants to see the co-teaching programs at El Camino and Sanchez schools, as well. Mr. Hollinshead thanked Matt Beecher for his exemplary work as interim superintendent this past year. He said that Mr. Beecher’s hard work, dedication and additional efforts were appreciated. Mr. Hollinshead thanked Mr. Beecher for all he has done for the district. 
The board members complimented the junior high schools on hosting great graduations. The ceremonies were well organized, and there were many happy families and students. 
Matt Beecher noted that Santa Maria City Manager Rick Haydon told him that the city would like to provide another school resource officer if the school district has the budget to fund the position. Mr. Beecher told the Board that the district has the funding if there is an officer who is ready to come on board and support the schools. He will work with Rick Haydon on the matter. Mr. Beecher noted that on his final regular board meeting as interim superintendent, he appreciated the kind words from the Board. He said that it was teamwork with Cabinet, administrators, principals, teachers and other staff all doing their part that made the year run smoothly. Everyone worked together to solve problems.  He thanked the school board for the opportunity of a lifetime and said it was an honor to serve as interim superintendent.
