Toni Kelly, Principal of Fairlawn School, introduced Mrs. Hines’ 3rd grade class which led the Pledge of Allegiance and sang two songs about perseverance for the Board.

Comments on Non-Agenda Items – 38
Jose Segura, 4th grade teacher at Miller and President of SMEEA, stated that a 75 degree day is a warm day in Santa Maria and 49% of this year has been warm days and 40% of our classrooms do not have air conditioning which makes it very uncomfortable for our teachers and students.  Mr. Segura suggested that Measure T monies be used to install air conditioners in classrooms that do not have one.  Mr. Segura further stated that hot classrooms pose a threat to our students and the safety of our students should not be ignored.  

Jeanne Adkins, 2nd grade teacher at Tunnell School, shared that she has air conditioning in her classroom, but is here supporting her fellow teachers and students that don’t have air conditioning.  Ms. Adkins stated that exposure to high temperatures can lead to all sorts of things including heat stroke, fatigue and headaches.  Ms. Adkins challenged the Souza Center to turn off the air conditioner for two weeks.
Elena Georgii, 5th grade teacher at Tunnell School, introduced her students who recited a poem regarding hot classrooms and why air conditioning is needed in the classrooms.  

Monica Jensen, 6th grade teacher at Ontiveros School, spoke regarding hot classrooms.  She shared experiences and testimonies from other teachers regarding hot classrooms.  Ms. Jensen stated that teachers complain that teaching and learning is impossible on hot days.  Another teacher said that she has fans for her class, but they are heavy and a safety hazard.  The classes need air conditioning.  Ms. Jensen suggested that the money from the bond be used to install air conditioners in all the classrooms.  It is a need not a luxury.
Linda Corley, Ontiveros 2nd grade teacher, invited the Board to visit A, B, C & D pods at Ontiveros School and sit in the class for the day so that they can feel what the teachers are talking about and how students and teachers are feeling.  

Margaret Lehr, Ontiveros School 4th grade teacher, stated that she is concerned that the extreme heat could be a health issue, safety issue, loss of learning and equity issue.
Kim Carey, 5/6 teacher at Arellanes Elementary School, spoke regarding hot classrooms and how the students don’t learn as well as they should when they are overheated.  Ms. Carey introduced student Jose Hernandez who spoke saying that the temperature reached 96 degrees and it is very uncomfortable.  Mr. Hernandez shared the he has had a heat stroke and missed a week of school.  When it is hot he gets tired during the day, stomach aches, headaches and eye strain.  Mr. Hernandez said he does not like the heat.   

Lisa Wray, 4th grade teacher at Arellanes Elementary School, shared that she has sent invitations to the Board of Education to visit her classroom when it is hot, but no one has taken her up on her invitation.  

Desirae Felix, Kindergarten teacher at Battles School, stated that she was livid about having to stand outside in the sun for the district disaster drill.  It was unbearable and disrespectful to teachers and students, she said.  
Jedidiah Jimenez, Jasmine Arguijo, Adrian Stout, and Goku Ribas, Felser Student Body Officers, spoke regarding air conditioning in all classrooms. The students shared that having air conditioning is a better solution than early out days.  The students shared that 9 out of 10 teachers lose their train of thought in hot classrooms; it would be easier to concentrate and learn if the classrooms were cooler.  

Sheila Gemignani, 4th grade teacher at Oakley School, shared that even on nice days classrooms are stifling; there is no cross-ventilation.  Ms. Gemignani presented letters to the Board from students.
Jennifer Centeno, 5th grade teacher at Oakley School, shared that she keeps her classroom doors open in order to get the air circulating, but it allows distracting noises into the classroom.  Ms. Centeno stated that schools are losing money when students don’t go to school because of heat-related illnesses. 
Luz Santa Cruz, a concerned parent of 4 children who have to be in classes where it is sometimes hotter than being outside.  Ms. Santa Cruz questioned what the district can do to make this situation better for students.  Students come home extremely tired and with headaches.  Please help and listen to the teachers and parents.

Eric Urbain,  a teacher at Fesler, shared students’ thoughts and feelings regarding the hot rooms.  

Jillian Cota, 6th grade teacher at Rice School, stated that as a district if the goal is to provide an education to students, why is the district allowing students to learn in hot classrooms?  Keeping students safe is her responsibility, but what would happen if the class had to go on lockdown? It would get too hot for students without air conditioning.
Trisha Epperson, Miller 1st grade teacher, stated that teachers did not complain about year round education or double sessions, but now they are complaining.  It is too hot in a classroom without air conditioning for the students to focus on their studies. 
Dave Cross, resident of Santa Maria and a member of the Bond Oversight Committee, is genuinely concerned about the hot classrooms and the effect it has on our students and teachers.   Mr. Cross stated that if there is a way to install air conditioning in every classroom he urged the district to find a way to solve the overheating problem.
Jennifer Martinez, El Camino Student Body President, spoke saying that it is unfair that the newer schools have air conditioning in all of their classrooms while the older school do not. 
Araceli Reyes, El Camino student, said that she was present on behalf of all students to ask to keep them safe and able to focus and learn during the hot days. 

Luis Garcia, President of the Inspiration Committee at El Camino, spoke regarding the heat and the hot classrooms.  It is unfair that some classes have air conditioning and others don’t, he said.  El Camino has been around longer and has no air, new schools have air conditioning.  The problem with the heat can’t be solved, but air conditioning in the classrooms will help.
Crystal Recinos, 4th grade teacher at Jimenez School, shared that she has taught for 8 years and this is the first year that she has had air conditioning in her classroom and she is amazed at how the students are more attentive and focused on their learning. 
Christine Siebuhr, Robert Bruce Kindergarten teacher, said that she has an illness because of the heat and can’t come to school when it is too hot.  She wants to be able to come to school and teach her students.  Air conditioned classrooms would help a lot.
Olga Izarras, El Camino student, said that the heat is interfering with students’ education.  It is unfair that the new school has air conditioning and the other schools don’t. All schools deserve to have air conditioning in all classes, he said.

Diana Escobar, El Camino ASB Secretary, spoke regarding no air conditioning at El Camino, but the new school has air conditioning in all classes.  Are the rest of the schools not important enough to have air conditioning in all of the rooms?
Amy Dolan-Asistin, 4th grade teacher at Adam School, stated that she works in a great classroom where no direct sunlight enters her classroom, and she opens the doors and windows early.  Ms. Dolan-Asistin said that when it gets hot classroom attendance is poor and students complain about headaches and nausea, the room is stifling.    
Ryan Little, El Camino teacher, asked his students what can we do to improve schools?  The answer was air conditioning.  Hot classrooms are a health issue
Jose Rodriguez, 7th grade teacher at El Camino, stated that hot classrooms are a health issue; students are suffering from headaches, nose bleeds, and nausea.  The high school district took an early out for a hot day but SMBSD did not do that.  How does the district expect teachers and students to teach and learn in hot rooms?  Mr. Rodriguez said that he would like to see air conditioning in every class for every teacher at every school. 

Jackie Brunello, 2nd grade teacher at Battles School, shared that hot classrooms are a real problem.  She is trying to be proactive to support all teachers and students to work together for every classroom to be a healthy classroom.

Miguel Sedano, El Camino Vice President of the Inspiration Committee, said that it is a student’s right to be in a comfortable classroom. All schools and classrooms should have air conditioning. We are important, too.
Carolyn Kleinsmith, school nurse, shared some of the health effects from hot classrooms. Ms. Kleinsmith said that children don’t respond well to extreme heat temperatures; some of the symptoms are dehydration, lethargy, headache, sore throat, and itchy eyes.  Students should drink plenty of liquids and be in shaded areas when they are outside.
Owen Ramos, Treasurer of Inspiration Committee at El Camino, said that the problem at El Camino is that only one building on the campus has air conditioning and the rest of the school does not.  All of the schools should be able to get AC like the new schools have.  It is unacceptable and unsafe.

Lisa Paniagua, Community Ed Specialist and UC Cal Fresh Educator, said that she and her staff  of 6 educators work in three schools in SMBSD, and she is concerned about the conditions that the staff, teachers and students are working in.  
Harry Rauch, 7th grade Math teacher at Arellanes Jr. High School, said that he has written letters to three superintendents regarding hot classrooms and needing air conditioning in all the rooms.

Ryan Hubbard, teacher at Arellanes Jr. High School, shared comments from students about uncomfortable conditions in classrooms.

John Raymond, President of the Measure T Bond Oversight Committee, spoke regarding the hot days.  Mr. Raymond said that the district needs to be realistic and set priorities for what the students need. Life is not fair, and the hot days in Santa Maria don’t last that long.
Edwin Cortez and Emmanuel Manguia, Fesler students, spoke saying that in hot classrooms it is hard to focus and teach.  Fans are noisy and distracting; air conditioning would be a great help in all of the classrooms.
