FIRST READING, PROPOSED BOARD POLICY 3515.7—FIREARMS ON SCHOOL GROUNDS
John Raymond, community member, stated that he does not think that SMBSD should allow firearms on campus.
Luke Ontiveros, Superintendent, presented this item by stating Senate Bill 707, signed into law by Governor Brown last October, prohibits a person with a valid Carry Concealed Weapon (CCW) license from possessing a firearm on school grounds in California, unless he or she obtains the written permission of the school superintendent or designee, or meets one of the exceptions specified in law (is a law enforcement or honorably retired peace officer, a member of the military forces engaged in the performance of his/her duties, a security guard, or participating at an existing shooting range at a school).   The proposed Board policy 3515.7 – Firearms on School Grounds, stipulates that the superintendent or designee shall not grant permission to any individual, other than those identified as exceptions, to carry a firearm or ammunition on school grounds.
Mr. Hollinshead ACKNOWLEDGED RECEIPT OF THE FIRST READING OF THE PROPOSED BOARD POLICY, as presented in Item 120, AND REQUESTED THAT THIS ITEM BE BROUGHT BACK FOR ACTION AT THE NEXT REGULAR BOARD MEETING.
