Mrs. Oliver shared that she is proud and pleased that our teachers are teaching students to care.
Mrs. Cordero visited summer school sites and was quite impressed with the curriculum they were using.  Mrs. Cordero shared that the materials used were extensive and very hands-on for the students. She was pleased with the number of students that attended summer school.  

Mrs. Flores shared that she also visited summer school sites and had the opportunity to help the students with some of the projects.  Mrs. Flores shared that she attended the ELD Conference in Santa Clara and said that it was very insightful and constructive.

Mr. Hollinshead shared information regarding a recent bulletin from CSBA talking about concealed weapons on campus.  The bulletin encouraged school boards to consider permission or denial of those rights in bylaws. Mr. Hollinshead suggested that this be a discussion item at the next board meeting, with recommended language from SB707.  Mr. Hollinshead shared that he had the opportunity to speak with Hazel Davalos from CAUSE regarding the farm workers’ bill of rights.  

Mr. Ontiveros shared that during his first week as Superintendent he had a meet and greet with all of the employees in the Souza Center.  He was pleased with how many people came out to meet him; he gave kudos for all the hard work that everyone in the district does.  Mr. Ontiveros gave Matt Beecher credit for all of the hard work he did while being the Interim Superintendent and said he did it with class and poise.  Mr. Ontiveros shared that he is looking forward to the new school year.
